The masters programme in Law and 
Finance equips both law and finance 
specialists with knowledge regarding the 
close and often intertwined relationship 
between the two disciplines. It facilitates 
understanding of the wide array of 
multidisciplinary issues at hand and 
delivers in-depth knowledge of the 
interrelation of the legal and economic 
aspects of firms and markets operating in 
the European Union and beyond.
The masters programme in Law and 
Finance can be undertaken as a one or two 
year academic programme depending on 
prior qualifications.
The one year masters programme consists 
of 60 ECTS of theoretical study with an 
interaction between law and finance 
disciplines emphasised within each course 
track with 30 ECTS devoted to a thesis.
